What does Humanism mean to me?
At our meeting on January 6th 2006, everyone present was invited to write a single sentence which captured their own view of Humanism. 

Here they all are. You will see that there is considerable similarity between them, but also some points of difference.

Humanists have a caring attitude to this world (the animals, plants and people within it).

A Humanist is concerned with improving the situation in the here and now.

I think Humanism is a naturalistic view of life and a commitment to seek the abundant life with all and for all.

Humanism is concerned with living a good and fulfilling life while showing concern for others in the world now and those that follow by preserving the earth’s ecosystem.

Humanism is a belief in people and the here and now, rather than in a supernatural being and what might come after.

A humanist cares for his fellow human beings and the survival of this planet.  He does not believe in a creator, i.e. supreme intelligence or divine spirit - we cannot rely therefore on 'outside help'.

Humanism seeks, without religion, the best in and for human beings.
A Humanist believes in moral principles and the value of the human spirit, without the need to feel these emanate from a deity.

A Humanist believes we can control our own lives without supernatural help, while caring for the future of humanity and its environment.

A Humanist tries to treat others as he would like to be treated by them, i.e. to treat them with care and respect – an approach deriving from a belief that we only pass this way once.

A Humanist believes in the ethical organisation of society without recourse to divine revelation.

A Humanist rejects irrational beliefs and superstitions and aims to live a contented, useful and enriching life.
