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Humanist Marriage Ceremonies

I am writing to ask for your support for granting Approved Person status to Humanist celebrants conducting marriage ceremonies.

The consultation document “Civil Registration: Delivering Vital Change” does nothing to address the fact that those choosing a Humanist wedding ceremony are discriminated against on grounds of belief.   The consultation process itself seems to have been discriminatory in nature.

Our wedding ceremonies (like our funerals and baby namings) are serious, dignified celebrations of commitment and love, and the couples choosing them view the vows they make in them binding and responsible in accordance with their firmly held values and beliefs.  If this does not seem to be the case we would not conduct a ceremony for them.  

I therefore urge you to support measures that state that wedding celebrants of all approved denominations and beliefs are approved, including Humanists.  This would seem far more satisfactory than the present arrangement of licensing premises and excluding Humanists from the list of celebrants whose marriage ceremonies include the legal requirements.
